
 

NOMINATION REGULATIONS FOR THE WCRDE INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION AWARD 
 
1.1 The WCRDE International Education Award 
The WCRDE International Education Awards is an international, continental, national, states awards for education. The award has 
created by the World Council for Regular and Distance Education, which is supported by International Noble Peace Prize 
Recommendation Forum, International Non-Olympic Committee, and the national & world’s most widely popular persons are eligible for 
these awards. 
 
The WCRDE International Education Awards main aim is to strengthen international education around the world and to promote 
educations rights.  
 
WCRDE International Education Awards are selected by an WCRDE Board of Management Members and the decision is based on 
nominations from around the world. Nobody can apply for the award on their own behalf. The WCRDE International Education Awards is 
administered by the World Council for Regular and Distance Education, which is supported by International Noble Peace Prize 
Recommendation Forum, International Non-Olympic Committee. Further information can be found at the award website: www.wcrde-

FREQUENTLY ASK QUESTIONS 
 
2.1 Who can be submit nominations? 
Anyone can recommend the personality for this WCRDE International Education Award.    
2.2 Who is eligible for WCRDE International Education Award?  
There is the category of WCRDE International Education Award, such as. 1-Superlative Professor Award, 2-Superlative Education 
Minister Award, 3-Superlative Peace Education Award, 4-Superlative Women Award, 5-Superlative Youth Award, 6-Superlative Writer 
Award, 7-Superlative Sports Award, 8-Superlative Scientist Award, 9-Superlative Research Award and 10-Superlative Educationalist 
Award.. 
2.3 How Many Level of Awards 
Awards are 4 Levels - International is “A”, Continental is “B”, National is “C”, and State is “D”), nominations can be done in 4 levels, 
nominator must check his/her eligibility for level of award for nominee’s work/contribution.  
2.4 How many candidates can be nominated? 
Each category of WCRDE International Education Award can be nominated a maximum of four candidates and one can be the final 
winner of this award.  
2.5 What should be procedure for nomination? 
The nominations form must be completed and submitted to info@wcrde-edu.org  

2.6 How much do the materials and handling award cost? 
For those not eligible for free. The WCRDE International Education Awardee has to pay basis cost as level-wise A-US$ 1000, B- 
US$750, C- US$500 and D-250 US$. (Superlative Education Minister Award is free with no cost). 
2.6 Schedule for the nomination process 
July: Nomination & Sponsor ship Process. 
August: Sending email for nominees acceptance.  
September: The list of nominated candidates is published. 
October: Confirmation letters are sent to the nominated candidates and the nominating person. 
November: Announcement of the award recipient and Award Ceremony or Through NBA/SBA/Hony. Commissioner.  
2.7 Publication 
All awards winners list will be published in Non-Olympic Times Magazine, Journal of Management and Science, International Journal of 
Physical Education, Fitness and Sports and International Research Journal of Agriculture and Rural Development.
